We als o0 encourage children to develop their resilience and the
tenacity that is required to succeed in PE and sports dthese are lifelong skills that the children will need to succeed in arange of areas , so this learning
impacts directly on wider school development and pupil outcomes . The school always takes part in any inter -school sports events organised by the High school

In recent years, a significant investment has been made in the pr ofessional d evelopment of staff in order to develop their confidence and expertise. In

This means the whole of our sports p remium budget is spent on this,
with the expectation that many actions that we were already developing in previous years can be continued by our Sports Leade r. The expectation is that
Castleford Park Junior Academy s taff observe and develop their own skills  and knowledge, taking over the teaching of lessons with greater confidence and
competence as the year progresses . This has been a very successful initiative  so far , as there are now more staff within the school with enhanced skills to

teach good quality P E. We will continue with this approach as we expand in order to ensure new staff joining our organisation are given the oppor tunity for
quality CPD and the children receive high quality and consistent provision. Our specialist PE teacher also works to enha nce pupil outcomes, reading with a
range of reluctant pupils regularly, supporting the SEND provision team with motor control assessments and weekly provision a nd supporting our dinner ladies
and Inclusion team with maintaining an active, enjoyable and hea Ithy dinner time.
